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Non-licensed tasks

This information will help employers
and the self-employed to comply with
the Control of Ashestos Regulations
2012.

It is also useful for trade union and
employee safety representatives.

Asbestos fibres can cause lung
cancer and lung diseases.

The sheet covers the points you need
to follow to reduce exposure to an
adequate level.

It can act as a risk assessment for
ashestos if it matches what you plan
to do.

Follow all the points, or use equally
effective measures.

Only carry out this work if you are

properly trained and have the right
equipment.

Main points

B Asbestos fibres can Kkill.

B Keep exposures low using all the
controls in this sheet.

Wet the debris again if you find dry
material, avoid creating a slurry

Cleaning debris from
guttering on an asbestos
cement (AC) roof

What this sheet covers

This sheet describes good practice when you need to remove debris from
guttering.

The guttering may be made of AC, or it may simply collect water from an AC
roof.

Preparing the work area

B Ensure safe access.

B Can you do this work from ground-level?

B Restrict access - minimise the number of people present.
B Use tape and notices to warn others.

Caution: AC roofs are always fragile and cannot bear weight.
Equipment

B Warning tape and notices;

B scoop, trowel or scraper;

B garden-type sprayer or watering can containing wetting agent;
B bucket of water and rags;

B asbestos waste container, eg labelled polythene sack; and

B clear polythene sack.

Personal protective equipment (PPE)

B Provide:
- disposable overalls fitted with a hood;
- boots without laces (laced boots are hard to decontaminate); and
- protective gloves. Select single use gloves.

B A respirator is not normally required.

Procedure

B Sprinkle the wetting solution into the gutter. Avoid creating a slurry.
B Scoop out the debris into the waste container.
B Wet the debris again if you find dry material.

Cleaning and disposal

B Clean the equipment with damp rags.

B Put used rags and other waste in the asbestos waste container and tape it
closed.

B Put the asbestos waste container in a clear polythene sack and tape it closed.

B Visually inspect the area to make sure that it has been cleaned properly.
B Clearance air sampling is not normally required.
B Get the premises owner, duty-holder or client to check off the job.
